Both Matthew and I thank God that we’ve been able 

to share in the Gospel from the first day that you 

called me until now and that you have filled our 

lives with blessings.  We will continue “praying 

with joy” for Trinity, its people, and its ministries!

MEETINGS HIGHLIGHTS 

 

Trinity’s Council meeting for April was held on 

Monday, April 13th at 6:30 PM in the Luther 

Room. The following are highlights of the meet-

ing: 

Resignation: Council formally accepted Pastor 

Lisa’s resignation. 

Rental Agreement Committee: A committee 

(Denise Fike, Jim, Bobby, and Ange Ulrich) 

was formed to review the parsonage rental 

agreement terms before the May meeting. 

USS: Sue Ellen Spotts (USS) provided a transi-

tion strategy focusing on Worship, Administra-

tion, and Pastoral Care. 

Unclaimed Funds: Trinity has $900 in un-

claimed funds. Council is coordinating with the 

post office to 

ensure the check is delivered to the physical 

street address. 

Bold Ideas Grant: The Bold Ideas community 

outreach grant application was submitted; cur-

rently awaiting a decision. 

DOS Report: The Department of State (DOS) 

Annual Report is complete. 

Parking signs: Approved a $300 bid from Mid-

dlecreek Signs for Parking for Trinity Lutheran 

Church signs (Church-led installation). 

Window Wells: Window well covers are in-

stalled. 

Clinic: Approved a beehive for the clinic tenant 

& educational program. Matt is addressing an 

oil leak that caused an odor in the waiting area. 

Spaghetti Dinner: The Middle Creek Council 

of Churches Spaghetti Supper is scheduled for 

next Thursday to benefit Tim Hackenberg and 

Tina Dunmyer; meal prices will increase.

MEETINGS HIGHLIGHTS 

 

Trinity’s Council meeting for May was held on 

Monday, May 11th at 6:30 PM in the Luther 

Room.  

The following are highlights of the meeting: 

Clinic Improvements: The council approved 

electrical upgrades at the clinic to install a 

dedicated 220V outlet for the tenant whipped 

honey production. Local congregation members 

will assist electrician Karl Bubb with the work 

to help minimize costs. 

5th Sunday Special Collection: This month’s 

5th Sunday special offering will benefit fellow 

congregant Doug Knepp as he undergoes cancer 

treatment. Please keep Doug and his family in 

your prayers. 

Bishop’s Visit: (May 31st): Bishop Miller will 

preach on Sunday, May 31st, and host a 

session immediately after the service to discuss 

our pastoral transition. High attendance is cru-

cial to show the Synod our active commitment 

to the calling process, so please plan to stay! 

Summer Worship Schedule: Worship will re-

main at 10:30 AM through at least May 31st. 

The council is exploring potential summer 

scheduling collaborations with neighboring 

congregations, and final updates will be posted 

to the website, signs, and upcoming newsletters. 

Lay Leadership Communion Updates: The 

council is exploring temporary options for 

Communion, including potential training for as-

sisting ministers. Additionally, Karen Segall has 

requested reinstatement as a lay worship leader, 

with a response from the Bishop expected after 

the June Synod Assembly. 

Scout Meeting Reminders: A quick update to 

our scouting groups: please ensure all trash is 

taken out after meetings, double-check that the 

red double doors are completely locked, lights 

and faucets are off, and trash generated is col-

lected and taken out. 

Kitchen: The new kitchen flooring installation 

is officially complete and looks wonderful! 

Parsonage: Pastor Lisa has accepted and signed 

the temporary parsonage lease agreement. 

Parking Signs: The new Trinity Lutheran 

Church parking lot signs are ready for pickup 

and will be installed shortly. 

Parish Hall Steps: To meet safety codes, a 

permanent handrail will be built for the steps.
